Preparing Your Vehicle for Winter Driving

v/ Check the tread on your tires and replace if less than 2/32 of an inch
v Check your wiper blades and replace if needed
Before Driving

v/ Remove snow from vehicle

v Don't leave your vehicle idling unlocked and alone
V' If the forecast looks iffy, wait out the storm if possible
When Driving

V' Accelerate and decelerate slowly

V' Increase following distance to 8 to 10 seconds

v Use extra caution on hills and bridges

v/ Don’t abandon your car in the roadway
